Aidan Regan's European Research Council (ERC)
consolidator grant worth €2 million for a 5-year
project started. 'Democracy Challenged - How
Corporate Tax Avoidance Fuels the Wealth
Inequalities that Undermine Democracy.' It will
investigate how lawyers and accountants exercise
political power to create the complex structures of
multinational profit-shifting, examine the role of the
media, and assess the political consequences for
democracy and wealth inequality.

The inter-disciplinary research team (pictured above)
includes two senior ERC research fellows: Rafael
Quintero Godinez (PhD in Law) and Oscar Barrera
Rodriguez (PhD in Economics), two doctoral
researchers on SPIRe's Quantitative and
Computational Social Science PhD programme:
