Maps and Charts in Special Collections

The following pages list the main map and chart holdings of Special Collections, UCD Library.  The list is by no means exhaustive: we have listed the principal “stand alone” maps and charts. However, of those maps contained as illustrative or supplementary matter in books and pamphlets, only the more obvious or frequently requested have been included.

The maps have come to UCD Library from a variety of sources, some of the earlier prints coming from the Museum of Irish Industry, an antecedent institution of UCD. The vast majority of the maps deal with the island of Ireland and date from the 1580’s up to 2007.  They are divided into broad categories following a national, regional and local hierarchy and then listed according to date of original publication.  In addition, specialist maps, like railways and waterways, have been given their own category. 

Where a statement of responsibility can be found, this information has been posted into the Author field. It should be understood that author here may refer to the surveyor, the cartographer or even the engraver. If known, the date of publication has been entered. Dates within parentheses come from a source other than the map itself; the addition of a question mark within the square bracket indicates that the given date is uncertain.
A proportion of these maps have been catalogued and a more comprehensive record is to be found on the library catalogue.  This is indicated in column 6 throughout the list. Also, digital substitutes for many of the older maps are available from the IVRLA website and from other sources.  The latter are shown in the Surrogate column.  

Our most requested set of maps is the Ordnance Survey 6-inch maps of 1846. We hold one for each county with the exception of Carlow.  In addition, we hold a city of Dublin map to a scale of 5 feet to 1 statute mile and a single folding map of south Dublin city on the same scale.

Most of the map collection is available for viewing within the Special Collections Reading room. However, many maps, because of their age and condition require very careful handing and we will, in cases where a digital substitute exists, refer the researcher to this source in the first instance. We will, on occasions, withdraw access to items pending restoration work.

Special Collections staff will be glad to answer any further queries you may have in relation to the map collection.
